THE SCHOOL EMBLEM

MUKAITSURU, two white cranes spread their wings and face each other on a green background
encircled with golden pine needles. A golden Chinese character & for "HIGH SCHOOL" is over-laid
between the two cranes.

The cranes are designed from the crest of Lord Nambu's family, who ruled this area in the Edo period.
They had named their castle which was located in present-day Morioka, "KOZUKATA".

The cranes symbolize the school motto, FREEDOM - CREATIVITY - ADVANCEMENT, and five areas of
study, HUMANITIES - SCIENCE - ARTS - FOREIGN LANGUAGE - PHYSICAL EDUCATION. The pine needles

around the circle symbolize the interrelationship between these areas of study.



School Year

The school year begins in April and ends in March.

Students have end-of-term examinations twice a year in September and in February. In addition, there
are mid-terms in June and in November. Vacation is nearly a month in summer and around 3 weeks in

Annual Events

There are two major events each year : one of these is The school festival, or Shokakusai ; this festival
celebrates Japanese culture, both old and new, through music, art and traditional customs, presentations
by school clubs and various departments. The students cook and sell food and drink while other
entertainments take place in the outdoor theatre for parents, students and other visitors.

Also taking place in the summer is Sports day. On Sports day students have the chance to
demonstrate their athletic skill in a serigs of inter-class competitions.

In addition to these events, each department also organizes an annual subject-related school trip. In
recent years these have been to places both inside and outside Japan, including ; Tokyo, Kyoto, Nara,

Osaka, Kyushu, Okinawa, Canada, France, China and Indonesia.

SPECIAL QUALITIES of THIS SCHOOL

KOZUKATA attempts to fulfill the needs of the changing world and society as well as develop each
student's ability by incorporating five areas of study, HUMANITIES, SCIENCE, ARTS, FOREIGN
